Sub:- Physical assault on Sri. Sajeev Kumar JTO Calicut at his place of duty –reg: 
Ref:- SNEA (India), Kozhikode SSA letter dated 09/1/2007 in this regard.  

             It may kindly be recalled that an incident of physical assault on Sri. Sajeev Kumar JTO, Electrical sub division Calicut on the 6th January 2007 had already been brought to the notice of all concerned authoritites including your goodself. One Sri Jayachandran, Sr. TOA who is a habitual offender has indulged himself, without any provocation, in insubordination, abuse, insult and manhandling of his superior officer at his seat while he was discharging his duties. Needless to say that the actions of the official were so severe and grave in nature that required on the spot action. But to our surprise the authorities concerned bound to protect and instill confidence in the assaulted officer have behaved in a more bizarre manner by remaining insensitive to the serious offence. This has encouraged the offending official to wander about with impunity as if he is a winner. A sense of fear has gripped the JTOs of the Electrical wing in Calicut with the authorities themselves shielding the offender giving him all the freedom to destroy all the evidence against him. The name’s sake local enquiry conduced in the matter appears to be another shield to protect the culprit.
          Unless exemplary punishment, including suspension and transfer is immediately imposed upon the assaulter his reign of terror will not only continue but also be encouraged and aggravated. The officers are therefore unable to carry out their duties without fear in the absence of a free and fair atmosphere, which the Administration has woefully failed to provide in their keenness to protect the offender.
           The passive inaction of the Administration, which is supposed to step in with immediate action to restore peace and confidence, deserves all the contempt. It appears that there is a tacit move to let the culprit scot-free on so many invented excuses. This Association will be the last to stand this grave injury and injustice. 

            We therefore demand immediate action by suspending and transferring Sri. Jayachandran, Sr. TOA so that a free and fair enquiry can be conducted in the matter. We are constrained to inform you that the Administration will be solely responsible for the consequences since the Association may have to respond with appropriate response by way of agitational programmes, which will paralyse the entire activities of the Electrical wing in case the Administration continues its lukewarm approach to an issue that demands prompt and proper action.
